 Amid all the rainy days, I write on a beautiful morning. A morning that is, in fact, glorious. 

In my Bible study this morning I read: The Word became flesh and blood,  and moved into the 
neighborhood. We saw the glory with our own eyes, the one-of-a-kind glory, like Father, like Son, 
Generous inside and out, true from start to finish (John 1:14 The Message translation.) Eugene 

Peterson, the author of this translation uses the term òmoved into the neighborhood,ó instead of 

òhe made his dwelling among us.ó Moved into the neighborhood strikes me. The Word, Jesus, in our 

neighborhood! Shekinah  is a Hebrew word which means glory. Shekinah  implies light and shining.  

John harkens us back, in these words of Mosesõ experience of God in Exodus as he too experiences 

God with him as there was the Shining Presence of God in the pillar of fire by night, which guided 

the Jews in the desert.  The image is that of glowing, shining presence of God, with us, leading us, 

inspiring us. 

  The sun today reminds me of Godõs glory. But I am reminded of Godõs glory in many other 

ways as I see, as this translation expresses, the generosity of people. òThe one of a kind glory, 

Like Father, like Son, Generous inside and outéó Glory shown in a phone call, a kind word, a hug, a 

donation, hammering nails to make a house for a family, serving a meal, a ride to the doctor, 

through a song. 

The Word became flesh and blood, and moved into the neighborhood. We saw the glory with our 
own eyes, the one-of-a-kind glory, like Father, like Son, Generous inside and out, true from start 
to finish. òWe have seen his glory!ó 

The Son continues to dwell in the neighborhood through you and me.
