As I once again am surprised and delighted by spring (especially after this winter), I think too 
how many times God has surprised meðwith new life, with unexpected love, with those eye 
opening ñEurekaò moments. Sometimes it seems those ñEurekaò moments are the same ones I 
missed the first, second and even twentieth time around.

As I was meandering through some old papers trying to yet once again organize my life into 
orderly files and piles, I came across a survey that asked people over 85 years of age what they 
would do differently if they could live their lives again. Although all the 100 plus answers were 
interesting and insightful, I will share the top three changes: (1) Reflect More.  They would 
spend more time getting away and examining the direction and meaning of their lives. (2)  
Risk More.  They would get out of their comfort zones more frequently in order to make 
their lives more interesting and do the things they dreamed and desired. (3) Invest More . 
They defined investing as giving themselves things that had lasting value, rather than passing 
value. 

 These comments brought me right back to my grandmotherôs kitchen, not 
only to remember how good it was to fill up on freshly baked cookies, which I would argue is 
always a fine thing to do, but  also to recognize the important lessons she taught. Her com-
ments were always  along the same lines as the wise insights shared above, and were usu-
ally delivered whenever I guess she felt I needed some readjusting, or further reflecting on 
the decisions of my life.  

I think of her now, as the speed of life often seems to exceed the speed of light . It 
seems these top three changes acknowledge how we can get caught in the rushing stream of 
life and ñforgetò to do what is most important to us. As I have continued to let my grand-
motherôs wise words echo in my life, I have had recurring ñEurekaò moments that caused me 
to reflect and make changes, take more risks, and once again re-evaluate how I best live my 
life.   

As summer settles in and the season amazes and changes, it seems another prime 
opportunity to reflect, evaluate, and even the risk of few ñEurekaò moments of trying some 
new things.

According to Stephen Post, author of ñWhy Good Things Happen to Good People,ò 
praying can not only affect those for whom you pray, but, ñEven the simple act of praying 
for otherséreduces the impact of health difficulties in old age for those doing the praying.ò  
Research by the sociologist Marc Musick of the University of Texas at Austin and his col-
leagues found that for people age sixty-five and older, volunteer work substantially reduces 
symptoms of depression.  

According to another study by Musick and his colleagues, individuals over age sixty-
five who volunteer are significantly less likely to die over the next eight years than those who 
do no volunteer work. Musick found that simply adding the volunteer role itself was useful.

In their spare time they play with their rescued Shit-zu 
mix, Apollo, and go to car shows with their Mustang convertible.
