The primary purpose of the GMEC is to bring joy to its audiences. Each year the 

chorus gives 20 to 25 concerts in churches, senior centers, and other venues. The 

chorus has performed with Grammy -winning vocalist Judy Collins in 1995 and 

1999, and has also performed with the Southfield, Redford, Warren and Lake St. 

Clair symphonies, and the Warren Concert Band. The chorus has also sung for 

many civic, industrial and community groups throughout the years.  

GMEC is a non -profit organization, and receives its operating funds from dona-

tions , member dues and free -will offerings from audiences.
