I have tried to calculate what this would be a few 

times, and I am certain, that Pop -Pop could not have paid what was owed if all sis grandchildren would 

have taken him up on this. (Go ahead, try it!)  

Whenever I think about this incident so long ago, I think about Faith. Faith is belief in things 

not yet seen; in fact, not yet imagined; in fact, probably that we are unable to humanly imagine. During 

the Eastertide season, we have read a lot from the book of Revelation where we hear of a new heaven 

and new earth. What is significant about these readings is threefold (at least), as I read this year. 

The first is that, this world, this earth, this creation will all be made new. (No beaming up out of here 

Scotty.) The second is what is not  present in the new earth. In Rev. 21, the first verse we read, òNo 

more seas, ò which has long symbolized no more chaos (sin) to separate us from each other and from 

God. Harmony, harmony, harmony. Also too, no more tears that come with pain and sorrow, and to top 

it off -- death no more. But the best ñGod Himself with us ñface to face. As Peterson words it in his 

translation ñòGod has moved into the neighborhood for good, making his home with men and women.ó

Believing what we have not yet seen, what is the most impossible to imagine, but that which is 

promised to us by Our God.  

Both on those beautiful up -coming spring and summer days where life is filled with so much 

hope and joy, but especially days of hard times, this  is the vision we live by. The vision that makes all 

of life sweeter, but for us as Christians, makes the hard times buoyed up with life and hope we know 

as the Truth!
