What it does : In case of an emergency, and the resident cannot come to the door, the firefighter
can access the key and unlock the door. This saves precious time and prevents property damage
resulting from having to break the door down.

How secure is it?: One style of lock box has a unique key that only the CTFD has. In the case of
the second style, the combination lock box number is given to the department and entered in
their database.

The program is free , but you must purchase the box yourself @ less than $30.00 with shipping
(subject to change) fi then call the department at (586) 263 -8437 to install it.
